Job made a similar declaration when in physical and emotional agony -- at no fault of his own. He said about the God He was
convinced could end His suffering, "Though he slay me, yet will | hope in him." (See Job 13:15.)

For those who trust in God, life's worst days call for the best kind of stubbornness to keep hoping in the God who saves, to keep
trusting and praising the God who comforts and rescues and will one day bring us home.

Think: How much harder is it to trust and hope in God when you are hurting physically as well as emotionally? How much
difference does it make to know that God is for us and that Christ understands our physical and emotional pain after what He
experienced on the cross?

Pray: Ask God to help you to be stubborn even when your sad, to keep praising, trusting and hoping in Him even on your hardest
days.

Do: If you know a Christian who lives with ongoing physical pain and still seems to trust God and live joyfully, think about asking
how they do that.
